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Advance Accessibility Tests for Extended Descriptions

The test book is created by DAISY Consortium and DIAGRAM Center in the support of the efforts of publishing working group and EPUB 3 Community group of World Wide Web Consortium.


Introduction to Extended Descriptions


Many types of structures in HTML require additional information to be used effectively by persons with disabilities. The term commonly used is "extended descriptions." Images are most frequently identified as needing extended descriptions, but other structures may also use this technique.


Images fall into several categories, and those that are merely decorative do not need to be presented to the user who is blind. Some images are adequately described in the surrounding text or in a caption and require no alternative (alt) text. Other images can briefly be described and "alt text" is normally used. However, some images that convey a great deal of information require extended descriptions.


In this Extended Description Test EPUB, we will look at a range of techniques to present extended descriptions. We believe that the results from these tests will be very helpful to publishers and others producing content. In addition, developers of all kinds of reading systems, including reading apps and reading devices, who want to create a great reading experience will benefit. It should be noted that reading systems extend to reading in browsers such as Readium or Microsoft's Edge, on platforms such as iBooks or the Amazon Kindle, in specialized software such as Voice Dream Reader, or in hardware devices such as the Victor Stream or a Kindle reader.


 Over the years features have been added to HTML and to ARIA (Accessible Rich Internet Applications) to provide the functionality to read extended descriptions. Some of the HTML structures are new and our ongoing testing will show their adoption in reading systems and with assistive technology. In HTML, the introduction of the details element with its summary element allows more information to be added. The summary provides a short description and this can be expanded. Normally the expanded feature is shown with a button that expands and collapses. A new ARIA attribute introduced in ARIA 1.1 is aria-details, which Assistive Technology will eventually recognize and provide an easy way to get to the extended description. However, currently aria-details is not supported properly; consequently we will also test a fallback mechanism of normal linking to get to the extended description.

It is important to point out that publishers may choose not to clutter the page with extended descriptions. This is why we will test mechanisms to expand descriptions or to move them to the end of a chapter, and provide a way to get back to the correct reading position in the content. This EPUB test title will provide several chapters and each with a specific technique we want to test. It is also important to mention here that the primary objective of these tests is to test the functionality and not the visual appearance.


This testing will help us identify the extended description techniques that are supported most widely in reading systems and assistive technology combinations. With this information, we will develop best practices with publishers and also provide feedback to reading system developers for improving accessibility of their products. We will also provide this information to Assistive Technology developers.

 Assistive Technology and Other Techniques for Reading


 In this extended description title, we expect a wide range of Assistive Technology (AT) to be used. In addition we believe in many cases no Assistive Technology will be used.  Instead the reader will rely on native features such as font enlargement and foreground and background changes to help improve the reading experience. Further, read aloud or other technology for presenting the information to users with learning disabilities or dyslexia will be employed. Collectively we refer to this in this title using the phrase "AT and other reading techniques."


 What is in this EPUB?


There are five more chapters that contain a total of twelve examples. Each example has one or two tests for evaluation and comment. The tests are numbered and correspond to the numbers in the evaluation form.

    Notes about techniques

    In this chapter there are two examples. The extended descriptions are placed at the end of the chapter. It is expected that this approach will appeal to publishers that do not want the descriptions to  impact the appearance of the content. The approaches have the lowest impact on the visual layout. They both use aria-details, which points to a div at the end of the chapter, which eventually will be picked up by assistive technologies and reading systems to make navigation to the description a seamless experience. However, until aria-details is widely adopted, a traditional link is placed below the image that points to the same location at the end of the chapter. The bar chart has a text link and the peacock has an image as a link. A link back to the image is provided to take the reader back to the same location where they left off reading in the primary flow of content.

    Notes about techniques

    In the following examples, the aria-describedby attribute is used to expose the extended image description, which is in an aside element.


    In the first example, aria-describedby points to an aside element, placed inside a figcaption element.


    In the second example, the head of the peacock is described using a paragraph of text that is in an aside on the web page.


    Note:

    
      	Since aria-describedby will flatten all the extended image description text, we believe the table within the extended image description will not be navigable using AT.

      	Since the description is hidden visually, this solution is not recommended for universal accessibility because the description will not be available to low vision users and people with learning disabilities.

  Tests for decorative images


  Impact of alt=quote endquote (empty alt) and role= quote presentation endquote


  Many times decorative images are used on pages, sometimes called "eye candy." For persons using Assistive Technology  this can be destractive and annoying. To suppress having anything spoken, like the file name of the image, two techniques are recommended to be used on the same image. Use alt="", i.e. the alt is empty. plus use role=presentation".  When both are present, the person using AT should hear nothing. However, when only alt="" (empty alt) is used, the reader should be alerted that there is a graphic present and they should understand that the graphic was adequately described in the fig caption or the surrounding text.

	2 Tablespoons vegetable oil

	3-4 cloves crushed garlic

	3-4 lb stew meat cut into sugar cube or smaller size chunks

	1 large onion or equivalent amount of leek

	2 16 oz cans of beef stock (can substitute bullion cubes and water)

	1 16 oz can of Tomato sauce

	1 16 oz. can of crushed, stewed, or whole  tomatoes  (if whole, chop)

	2 Tablespoons paprika

	Lots of black pepper (1/2 Tablespoon)

	1/2 Tablespoon chili powder

	6 medium carrots cut into sugar cube size or smaller chunks

	4 medium potatoes cut into sugar cube size chunks or smaller

	2 cups frozen peas

	Optional: up to 1/2 cup potato flakes, used to thicken if desired, other thickening is OK (flour or cornstarch)



 Tip: I normally take a chuck (shoulder roast) or arm roast and remove all bone, fat and sinue to make the stue meat.

Method


	In large pot, heat over high heat vegetable oil and crushed garlic.  When the garlic is fragrant, add onion or leek, followed by meat. Brown and simmer for 10 to 20 minutes.
