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Overview

The specific encompassing deliverable is to produce a WAI Generic e-zine, (a web site with a more relaxed magazine style editorial) and information warehouse that can be accessed, by varying degrees, by current and potential users and their representatives, WAI personnel and associated agencies as appropriate.  Access to the e-zine will be via the current WAI Generic web site.

Elements of the e –zine will be restricted to individuals within existing customer organizations and WAI personnel, will be password protected, however, certain information designed to promote WAI Generic operations will be freely available.

**This matrix is intended to be a high-level feature repository. It does not capture all business rules or final feature descriptions. It is used to determine scope based on the description, the known business importance, and a preliminary understanding of the technical complexity of each function. It generates the baseline for detailed product design.
