with New “non-web content and software” language
2.4.1 - Bypass Blocks
A mechanism is available to bypass blocks of content that are repeated on multiple Web pages.
For non-web content this applies as written and described in INTENT of Understanding WCAG 2.0 (above), replacing “web pages” with "non-web content” and assuming that “set” means a group of items 1) that are published together, and 2) where the items all refer to each other. Republishing or bundling previously published non-web content as a collection does not constitute a set of non-web content.

NOTE: Authors should assume that the set is not broken apart, and that an infrastructure exists to allow a user to locate non-web content in the set; for example, by selecting links within a member of the set, browsing through the files that make up the set, or by searching within members of the set for the names of the other members.
For Software, the task force has to date been unable to come up with a cogent and objective way to apply this provision to software that does not take the appearance of a document or book.  Whenever a way to apply it to some applications was identified, the method would fail to work with another variety or type of application.  And sets of software programs that are not mere collections, bundles or suites, and that would interlink in the fashion that web pages do are so rare that the task force was pressed to find any examples.  
We conclude therefore that software programs should be treated in the same manner as web apps, which exist at a single URL (a single web page).  Such web apps would satisfy the success criterion automatically because they do not have multiple web pages.   

Note that even though web apps and software would not be required to apply this success criterion internally, they can draw good advice from it that could make web apps and software more usable to people with disabilities. 

   

We suggest to WCAG WG that the INTENT section be modified to add:  
“Although the success criterion does not specifically use the term “within a set”, the concept of the pages belonging to set is implied in that an author would not be expected to avoid any possible duplication of content in any two pages that are not in some way related to each other.”
2.4.5 - Multiple Ways
More than one way is available to locate a Web page within a set of Web pages except where the Web Page is the result of, or a step in, a process.

3.2.3 - Consistent Navigation
Navigational mechanisms that are repeated on multiple Web pages within a set of Web pages occur in the same relative order each time they are repeated, unless a change is initiated by the user.

Web Page(s) 
Because this document deals with non-web content and software, the taskforce had to find the equivalent term that should apply in the dozen success criteria that used the term “Page” or “Web Page(s)”.
