X.1 Attaching policy to the WS-Enumeration Operations

Policy can be attached to the WS-Enumeration operations that are not explicitly specified in the WSDL (Enumerate, Pull, Renew, GetStatus, Release, EnumerationEnd) and their input/output messages by use of WS-PolicyAttachments.  

If no policy is specified, the operations/messages should assume the policy of the scope point to which the wsenp:Enumeration assertion is attached.

The domain expression used in the wsp:AppliesTo part of the policy attachment is defined as follows:

[Scope point of wsenp:Enumeration/]www.w3.org/2009/02/ws-enum[/Operation] [/input|/output]?     
If the Policy Attachment is nested within the <wsenp:Enumeration> assertion, the scope point may be deduced and is therefore not required.  In this case, the domain expression identifying the scope point to which the policy applies becomes:
