· Baseline is technology dependent but wan GL to be Tech indep

PROPOSAL #2

· Don't specify Baseline

· Authors choose based on assumed audience

· L1 – Author ID’s technologies used

· L3 (L2?)  Must use technologies for which there is a UAAG conformant User agent

PROPOSAL #3 

· WCAG specifies Baseline

· Technology capability assumed in GL

· Inventory of technologies that meet those capabilities       
· Authors use technologies that support the conformant level they are trying to achieve

· L3 – UAAG conforming UA that supports technologies
