WAI slideshow edits

1. For greater list punctuation consistency:
a. Colons are only used at the end of the “header sentence” (ex. “Web accessibility includes:”). Not used within the bullet levels.

b. No semi-colons, commas, periods, or “ands” used after the list items, unless they are full sentences (period used). 

(A list item is already set off. Punctuating the end of the item is in a sense double punctuation, thus redundant. I’ve never seen it anywhere else, except maybe legal documents.)

2. Capitalization of list items

a. First level – initial cap

b. Second level – initial lower case

3. Most ampersands changed to “and”

4. Commas always included before “including” – ex. “…support resources for WCAG 1.0, including:”

5. All slides, except Tips and Action Steps to Consider, have a non-bulleted level before bulleted levels. 
Less list nesting, cleaner, clearer, more consistent. Currently, some slides start with unbulleted sentences, others with bulleted items. The model is the What is Web Accessibility slide. 

Third-level bullets are now unnecessary.

The “that’s” are placed at the end of the first-level bullet phrases rather than have “that” begin each second-level bullet item. 

(Less redundant, begins each second-level bullet with a stronger word, and makes each phrase stand out more clearly.)

3. Impact of the Web on People with Disabilities
“The Web is becoming a key resource for” changed to “The Web is a key resource for” – The Web is now a key resource, no?

4. Web Accessibility is a Cross-Disability Issue
“Physical, Speech” – “speech” changed to lower case. Also, “Neurological” changed to lower case

Comma instead of semi-colon after “illustration”

5. Accessibility Contributes to Universal Design (Design for All)
(eyes and hands are "busy") changed to ("busy" eyes and hands)

(images are slow to download) changed to (images slow to download)

i.e., all examples are phrases, rather than some sentences and some phrases.

machine indexing of content; faster searching of content

changed to:

machine indexing of content and faster searching of content

If only one second-level bullet: moved to first-level

6. Web Accessibility is Sometimes a Requirement
“A number of governments” changed to “Some governments”

No quotes surrounding Policies Relating to Web Accessibility

7. W3C Plays Leading Role in Development of Web Technologies

Comma deleted after “vendor-neutral consortium”

“it promotes evolution & interoperability of the Web” changed to

“promotes evolution and interoperability of the Web”

Link should be anchored to “W3C Mission” rather than just going to the About W3C page.

“And” deleted before “has a strong focus”

I.e., all three bullets are phrases.

“outreach offices in eleven countries” link changed to “outreach offices”

“And” deleted before “has four ‘domains’”

The four domains moved from second-level bullet to first-level since there’s only one second-level bullet. If want second level, break out into four bullets.

8. W3C Hosts the Web Accessibility Initiative (WAI)
The industry sponsors moved from second-level bullet to first-level. (See “domain bullet comment” above.)

9. WAI Uses A Partnership Approach
“and more” deleted, since already said “including”

10. Five Complementary Strategies for WAI Work
Gerunds changed to verbs. 

Text for the slide titles sometimes varies from this list. Should be the same. Where different, I took a guess as to the right content.
