Re: Index of Elements in the HTML 4.0 Specification

First, I would like to congratulate the editors and  the W3  organization on this new recommended Specification which is outstanding.  

I have a question in relation to the Index of Elements.  In this index the element CENTER is identified but I cannot find supporting text in the other parts of the specification  bearing on this.  I recently purchased a textbook by Oliver and Holzschlag  entitled  HTML 4.0 in 24 hours(2nd Edition , 1997, Sam's Teach Yourself Series) which claims (Page 57 ) that "the CENTER tag is officially obsolete and it may not work with future web browsers ".

Is the CENTER tag officially obsolete (i.e. obsolete in terms of the recommended specification) as claimed  or is there further detail on the CENTER element in the specification which I have not discovered ?  I am asking this question as a substitute for notification of a minor error ,if it is the case that CENTER is obsolete.

Finally, can you supply me with a printed version of the specification or where can I obtain a copy (other than by downloading and printing) ?
