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1.Introduction of Hierarchical Structure of Policies

Proposal: P3P 1.0 Specification should introduce conception of hierarchical structure of policies and entities that is showed in Figure 1.

Reason: 

· Some Websites show users banner ads that send cookies to user's repositories and derive cookies from these repositories. A user who consented a Website's privacy policy would not consent such cookies from banner ad advertisers. In this case, any RECIPIENT attributions are not applicable to such advertisers, and therefore the Website can not refer to the advertisers in P3P policy.

· Some Websites rent Web hosting servers. Personal data collected by such a Website are stored in the hosting server that are managed by a Web hosting service provider other than the original Website.

Internet service providers and Telecommunication companies usually collect on their servers some personal data such as IP Address. Such collection is not visuable to users and P3P policy should have some indication mechanism of such data collection by ISP and Telecommunication companies.

2.Data Collected via Mobile Phone 

Proposal: P3P 1.0 Specification should take account of personal data collected via mobile phone. See the annex in detail. 

Reason: In Japan, mobile phone is the most popular access device to the Internet. Internet access via mobile phone seems to increase more and more not only in Japan but also worldwide, so we think P3P 1.0 Specification should take account of mobile phone user's privacy. 
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
