	Readiness (ITS 2.0 extension)

	Usage description:
	Control of processes to be done, date control for availability, delivery, and priority. It indicates the readiness of a document for submission to translation and localization processes or provides an estimate of when it will be ready for a particular process.

	Benefits:
	It reduces complexity in interoperability webservices and APIs for translation, making available the information within the content.
It allows to be processed in the HTML by real time multilingual web publishing systems. 
It can be used in expert systems for automatic processing.

	Simple use case:
	A customer wants to use a Real Time Multilingual Web Publishing System using Machine Translation and to provide instructions about whether a certain HTML page needs to be post-edited or not. The client takes control using Readiness.
