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Liaison statement to W3C on MXM
Thank you for your Liaison Statement.

During the 87th MPEG meeting experts from the W3C Media Annotation working group have presented your activities. These have raised a significant level of interest from MPEG experts. 

MPEG has already standardised a number of technologies in the area of metadata starting from MPEG-7 to MPEG-21. 

Since a few meetings we have been working on a new standard called MPEG eXtensible Middleware (MXM) designed to promote the extended use of digital media content through increased interoperability and accelerated development of components, solutions and applications. In particular, MXM specifies APIs to provide applications with a standard means to access a broad range of MPEG technologies. Clearly metadata technologies are also supported. In the Committee Draft released at this meeting we are standardising APIs to access Video and Image metadata descriptions, as well as metadata descriptions related to creation, which apply to any type of content. 

As MPEG has developed the MPEG-7 standard, it is natural that we provide APIs that allow applications to access, parse, edit, create, etc. MPEG-7 data. However, the MXM API has been designed generic enough to accommodate virtually any other specific Media Object metadata API. We would be happy to receive comments from you on the work done so far.

We hope that our work can lead to a framework that the W3C Media Annotation working group can extend in order to support your requirements. If you have specific requirements that would like MPEG to take into consideration in its development of the MXM APIs, we invite the working group to contribute them to the next MPEG meeting which will be held in Maui, Hawaii, 2009/04/20-24.
