Implementation

The different parameters of the metadata category are:
· A required ready-to-process attribute. It contains the value or values of the process requested for the content. One or more comma separated strings, each one identifying a different process. The different values are:
· mTranslate: The content must be machine translated
· posteditQA: The content must be postedited.
· none: The content does not need any additional process.
· An optional validate attribute that indicates whether the content has to be presented to the user, being machine translated and human review or not (just being machine translated). Values yes|no, default no.
· An optional priority attribute that indicates the priority of the content for the process. Values 1/4|2/4|3/4|4/4. The lower priority would be 1/4 (1 out of 4 that is the total number of priorities), the highest would be 4/4 (urgent)
· An optional complete-by attribute that provides a target date-time for completing the process.
· An optional disclaimer attribute that indicates whether a disclaimer with information of the process has to be presented to the user or not. Values yes|no, default no.
Example 1: The content has to be postedited, with the highest priority and only can be shown to the user being postedited.

Note: This is the input from the client; depending on the parameters values the Real Time Translation System will take a specific action. The interexchange format between Linguaserve, DCU and Lucy’s Systems is yet to be defined, that is the input Linguaserve’s Online Sytem will send to the MT Systems and the input these Systems will send to Linguaserve’s Postedition System; the output of Linguaserve’s Postedition System has to be compatible with the MT System’s file format and finally the output format of the MT Systems will be the same as the client’s input.

· posteditQA: The content is postedited.
· A required progress-indicator attribute that indicates the proportion of a specified process that has been completed.
· An optional progress-units attribute that indicates the unit used to work in the process. Values sentences|words, default sentences.
Example 1: The content of this element has been postedited up to the 50 per cent wordwise.

WP 3 ShowCase-OffLineTS
Readiness implementation

Used to indicate the readiness, the relative priority and an expectation of when a specific process should be completed.
· A required ready-to-process attribute. It contains the value or values of the process requested for the content. One or more comma separated strings, each one identifying a different process. The different values are:
· hTranslate: human translation.

· mTranslate: machine translation.

· reviseQA: human revision for quality assurance examining the translation and comparing source and target.
· posteditQA: The content must be postedited.

· Other possible user defined values (see http://www.w3.org/TR/2012/WD-its2req-20120524/#Process_Model ) or other for the output from Localisation Chain (import, publish).

· A required ready-at attribute. Defines the time the content is ready for the process.
· An optional priority attribute. Indicates the priority of the content for the process. Values 1/3|2/3|3/3. The lower priority would be 1/3 (low), the highest would be 3/3 (urgent).

· An optional completeBy attribute. Provides a target date-time for completing the process.
