1. Text Alternatives (? Help icon)
A meaningful image must have a text alternative (“alt”) that conveys the purpose of an image.
How to check
Note: This procedure may require use of ANDI (Drag the link to your bookmark’s toolbar, or check installation guide). Lauch ANDI “graphics/Images” & use the arrows to navigate images information.
· Examine each image in the page to verify that the alt text exists.
· Check that the purpose of the image is clear in the alt content. 
· Confirm that decorative images have empty alt 
· Examples of failing  alt text content include containing file names, redundant phrases ("image of", "photo of", etc.), non-descriptive alt text ("image", "photo", etc.).
